Unit Title: Space and Form

1. Unit Goals

a) Students will gain a greater understanding of space and form by creating depth and 3-dimensionaltiy in a variety of works.


b) Students will learn more about other cultures through research and creation of a project.

c) Students will strengthen their ability to communicate ideas visually.

d) Students will become proficient at using one and two-point perspective in artwork.

3. Student Characteristics

The students who will be doing this lesson are of a variety of ethnic, gender, and socio-economic groups.  The school’s largest population is that of Caucasian students whose parents are at in a middle category in socio-economic status.  This percentage is reflected in the art classroom, indicating that although there is diversity, there is still a minority group.  The students involved in doing this unit range from ages 14-18 (freshman to seniors) and thus have varying maturity levels.  All of the students come into the classroom with different ability levels (in general and in the art room) and varying degrees of hand-eye coordination and/or motor skills.

4. Unit Introductory Procedure

a) The teacher will introduce the unit by handing out a sheet of definitions to the students.  The definitions on the sheet include shape and form along with sub definitions including terms of ways to achieve the illusion of form or space on a 2-D surface (ex. crosshatching, foreshortening).  

b) The students will work together in jigsaw (ABCD) groups to find the definitions and share/explain their findings to their group.  

c) After the students have all of the definitions, the teacher will show examples and discuss how the elements of space and form are used in them.  

d) The teacher will then demonstrate a few of the techniques on the board, and prompt students to do their own examples in order to get comfortable using these techniques.  

e) At the beginning of each lesson, the teacher will quickly review the elements and techniques that will be used for each assignment.

5. Materials and Media for the Unit 
· 8.5”x11” paper for perspective project

· Sketchbook/scratch paper for rough sketches for each project

· 12”x18” paper for postcard collage

· Magazines for images to cut out for the collage

· Glue for fastening the images onto paper

· Scissors for cutting out images

· Rulers for perspective, drawing lines to vanishing point

· Tempera paint to use in collage

· Assortment of brushes (varied in size) to use with tempera

· Cups for water

· Palettes/ trays for paint

· Pencils to draw sketches and draw perspective boxes and lines

· Erasers

· Cardboard to create for forms 

· Tape to attach cardboard together

· Exact-o knives to cut out shapes

· Form handout to show patterns and ways to cut out 3-D forms

· Hot glue gun and glue to attach cardboard pieces

6. Assessment and Evaluation of Learner Understanding

a) Informal- The teacher will ask students to explain various techniques and walk around while students are working to make sure they are using techniques correctly.

b) Formal- Students will be quizzed on definitions at the end of the unit and some definitions will be on midterm test.  The teacher will check student work to see if techniques were correctly used to create the illusion of space and form. Projects will be graded using a rubric see Appendix A, B.

7. Related Assessment to the Outcomes Stated in the Goals

a) Students will be evaluated on their ability to demonstrate greater understanding of space and form by successfully creating depth and 3-dimensionaltiy in a variety of works.


b) Students will be assessed on their ability to educate their fellow students about another culture by sharing their research and post-card project.

c) Students will be evaluated on their ability to communicate ideas visually by completing a work that successfully communicates and idea to the viewer.

d) Students will be evaluated on their use of one and two-point perspective in artwork.
