Lesson Plan Title:  Do you want to go to a…?: Sending e-invitations in Spanish
I. LONG RANGE UNIT GOAL (S) AND OBJECTIVE (S):


Students will:


· Become proficient in using basic Spanish verbs

· Familiarize themselves with vocabulary concerning invitations and website navigation in the target language

· Learn about the culture of Spanish and Spanish speaking countries

· Communicate with others using technology
